You may want to copy 

the words onto recipe cards or small pieces of cardstock. I suggest that you 

keep the words in a Ziploc bag or punch a hole on each word card and then 

put them on a ring.  Please spend a few minutes each day reviewing these 

words with your child.  I will make suggestions each week of ways to work 

with words.  Enjoy helping your child to read and write these important 

words.
