Activities for Students Away on Holidays

The following activities can be completed in English or in French.

· Keep a travel diary or journal of your trip.

· Make illustrations or take pictures of the places you see to enhance your journal.

· Send an e-mail or a post card to your classmates and teacher describing your surroundings. ( Elizabeth Barrett School 605 4th Ave N , Cochrane, AB, T4c 1Y5)  

· Write a description or a play by play of an event you attended.

· Write directions on how to get the most fun out of the place you visited.

· Draw a map of the places you went to during your stay.
· Make a time line chart of your travel.

· Paste a collection of souvenirs, making a collage; airplane boarding pass, restaurant menu, ticket stubs, brochures or make a digital photo montage

· Make a day planner outline of your activities.

· Read a few good books for pleasure, perhaps of local folklore and legends 

· Learn a few words in the local language 

· Interview people from the area 

· Read brochures about the area 

· Prepare a talk about the trip for the class 

· Watch a local news program and record the 5 W’s of local issues 

· Read! Read! Read! 
Newspaper Scavenger Hunt---In a newspaper, find the following:

· A number that gives a size

· The cost of food items

· A street address

· A phone number

· The date the newspaper was published

· A number that names a distance

· A number that means a temperature

· The score of a game

Math-estimation

· How many rooms are in the hotel where you are staying?

· When in a restaurant estimate the number of customers.

· Estimate how many steps it would take to cross the room.

· Estimate the length of time you will be in the line-up to get to the front.

· Estimate the number of people on the plane

· Estimate the distance between places you visit.
· Keep a running record of the distances you travel daily.
· Build sand castles incorporating geometric shapes 
· Create and solve word problems 
· Count and manipulate the local currency 
· Keep track of the number of kilometers you’ve travelled 
· Keep a record of the daily temperatures and compare with the temperatures at home. 
· Make a graph of the daily temperatures during your holidays and compare those with the temperatures in Cochrane
· Keep a list of the cost of particular items i.e. meals and compare these to what these same items would cost in Cochrane
Physical Education 

· Walk, run, swim, bike ride, ski, skate, surf- be active! 

· Learn some local games to teach the class 

Health 

· Learn about local food 
· Observe the local living conditions 
· Find a typical recipe of the location.
Science –Social Studies
· Record everything about what makes the place you are visiting the same or different from home.
· Keep a record of important historical events, places or people you learned about on this trip
· Compare and contrast the area with your home community 

· Visit a museum

· Research information on your vacation spot 

· Plot the trip on a map 

· Make a travel brochure 

· Study the animals of the area: life cycles, habitat, adaptations, environmental 

        conditions 

· Observe the flora and fauna (plants and wildlife) of the region, landscape

· Does your vacation spot have different traditions then yours? 

· Discuss and compare area culture with yours. 
· Visit a museum
